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Abstract

The construction management of garden landscape greening project in residential district is an important factor affecting the quality
and benefit of garden landscape greening project, and it is also the core skill that professionals in garden construction must master.
This paper takes the landscape greening project of residential district as the research object, analyzes the main problems existing in
the current construction management, and puts forward corresponding countermeasures and suggestions, such as standardizing the
construction preparation work from the source, strengthening the standardization and effectiveness of the construction management in
the process, and strictly controlling the construction quality and safety from the result.
