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Abstract

The layout of the six palaces in the east and west of the Forbidden City in Beijing has a certain rule, of which the main hall is
basically the same in shape. Except for the Yanxi Palace, all of them are yellow glazed tiles with single eaves resting on the
mountaintop. The paper takes Yikun Palace, Chuxiu Palace, and Zhongcui Palace as examples, analyzes their commonalities and

characteristics, explains their value, and provides reference for subsequent projects.
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
