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Exploration of regional design of urban kindergartens under
the guidance of traditional Kangba residential characteristics
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Abstract

Traditional dwellings in the Kham region exhibit unique regional characteristics in spatial layout, material construction, and cultural
expression, reflecting the wisdom of adapting human settlements to nature. As important public buildings in residential environments,
urban kindergartens also play a role in preserving regional culture and fostering spatial identity. However, during rapid urbanization,
urban kindergarten buildings in the Kham region generally suffer from spatial homogenization and insufficient regional expression.
In response to this phenomenon, this paper explores strategies and methods for designing urban kindergartens with a focus on the
spatial features of traditional Kham dwellings. Through research and analysis, it identifies core regional characteristics of traditional
dwellings in terms of spatial enclosure, material use, and decorative symbols. Combining these with the functional requirements
of kindergarten buildings and the behavioral traits of children, three design strategies are proposed: spatial prototype translation,
localized innovation in materials, and reimagining symbols for children.
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
