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Abstract

Language education, particularly national standard language instruction, carries instrumental, cultural, social, and political
dimensions. It not only impacts individuals ‘knowledge acquisition, social participation, and development opportunities but also
shapes the formation and consolidation of Chinese cultural identity, national identity, and the sense of community among the Chinese
nation. Grounded in the contemporary demands for building a Chinese national community, this study examines Qinghai’s linguistic
landscape characterized by multi-ethnic cohabitation, multilingualism, urban-rural disparities, and agro-pastoral integration. By
analyzing the intrinsic connection between language education and community consciousness, it identifies challenges in current
language education practices regarding goal orientation, content design, implementation frameworks, and collaborative mechanisms.
Focusing on practical cases from Qinghai’s six pastoral prefectures and regions like Xining and Haidong, the research proposes
actionable strategies including curriculum optimization, methodological innovation, digital empowerment, cultural synergy, and
teacher development. These insights aim to provide actionable recommendations for promoting ethnic interaction, cultural exchange,
and the construction of a shared spiritual homeland for the Chinese nation through language education in Qinghai and other ethnic
regions.
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
