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Abstract

Tourist attractions are a distant stage of various forms of artistic expression, but also an important carrier of cultural exchange and
dissemination. This paper expounds the role of art in the cultural exchange and communication of tourism attractions from the
aspects of cultural connotation, art communication mode and influence on tourists in scenic spots. By means of field investigation and
literature research, we study some examples of major Chinese tourist attractions such as the Forbidden City, West Lake, Mount Tai,
etc., and draw the attraction of artistic expression to tourist attractions, as well as the important influence on the dissemination and
communication of culture. The results show that the uniqueness, richness and originality of art itself can not only show the profound
connotation of local culture, but also attract more tourists, so as to achieve the inheritance and transmission of culture. The research
results can provide strategic reference for the cultural exchange and communication of tourist attractions, and also promote the
improvement of the cultural and artistic level of scenic spots.
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
