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Abstract

Based on the archaeological excavation of the cellar pit of the original knitting factory in Ning County, the unearthed coins of the
Northern Song Dynasty are systematically analyzed to reveal the changes of the social and economic structure in the Northern Song
Dynasty. The Northern Song Dynasty was a period of high economic prosperity in ancient China, and the development of monetary
economy had a profound impact on the lives of various social classes and the economic connections between urban and rural areas.
The paper analyzes the types, quantities, and circulation of unearthed coins, explores the expansion of the market economy, the
evolution of tax and fiscal systems, and the changes in urban-rural relations during the Northern Song Dynasty; Introduce the research
background and characteristics of unearthed coins; Analyze the characteristics of the market economy and tax system reflected by
these coins; Explore the specific changes in the socio-economic structure, including the development of commodity economy and
the evolution of urban-rural relations; Analyze the relationship between the phenomenon of hoarded coins and the social unrest and
economic uncertainty at that time.
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
