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Research on the Origin and Direction of Marxist United Front
Thought
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Abstract

The united front strategy established by Marx and Engels constitutes the core tactics of the proletarian liberation movement and
is of great significance. Under the framework of Marxism, this strategy entered China through the spread of Lenin, Stalin and the
Comintern, and was deeply integrated with the concrete practice of the Chinese revolution and the rich traditional Chinese culture,
and gradually developed a set of comprehensive and systematic theoretical guidance and policy framework. Within the framework
of the CPC’s general line and policies, the united front constitutes an indispensable key element. After nearly a century of struggle, it
has become a valuable means for the party to lead the people and the most powerful tool for integrating forces, and has continuously
promoted the cause of China’s revolution and construction to achieve brilliant victories. The paper summarizes the origin of the
Marxist concept of “united front”, analyzes the founding of Marxist united front thinking, and expounds three changes and two basic
laws for the development of Marxist united front thinking.
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
