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Abstract

Environmental impact assessment (EIA) of industrial park planning and construction project is the two main aspects of environmental
impact assessment. Carrying out environmental impact assessment (EIA) to judge the impact of park planning implementation and
project construction on the environment has a guiding role for the optimization of industrial layout and project construction quality.
