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Abstract

As an innovative practice in China’s ecological civilization construction, the Eco-environment Oriented Development (EOD) model
integrates ecological governance with industrial development, offering new solutions to environmental financing challenges. This
paper systematically reviews the policy evolution, pilot practices, and developmental characteristics of the EOD model in China,
proposing a tripartite developmental framework: Policy Exploration, Pilot Implementation, and Standardized Management. At the
national level, a comprehensive framework encompassing “policy guidance-pilot demonstration-financial support-institutional
standardization” has been progressively established. Regionally, differentiated implementation pathways have emerged, characterized
by policy innovation, integrated development, and preliminary exploration.
