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Abstract

The Application of Multi-dimensional interactive teaching mode in Chinese teaching in secondary vocational schools aims to
explore and practice a method to effectively improve the effect of Chinese teaching in secondary vocational schools. Based on the
current practical challenges of Chinese teaching in secondary vocational schools, such as students’ low interest in learning and
single teaching methods, this paper deeply analyzes the theoretical basis of multi-dimensional interactive teaching mode, which
advocates multi-directional communication and cooperation between teachers and students and between students, and emphasizes
contextualization, task-driven and personalized learning.Combined with the characteristics of secondary vocational education, the
paper proposes to integrate multidimensional interactive teaching mode into Chinese classroom. Through case studies and practical
exploration, it shows how this mode stimulates students’ subjectivity, promotes knowledge construction and improves their Chinese
application ability in various aspects such as reading comprehension, writing guidance and oral expression. The research results show
that the multi-dimensional interactive teaching mode has significant advantages in improving students’ interest in Chinese learning,
enhancing class participation and improving teaching effectiveness, which provides a new path and practical reference for the reform
of Chinese teaching in secondary vocational schools.
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
