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Abstract

Research on the Application of Competition and Teaching Integration Mode in Secondary Vocational Art Teaching focuses on how
to improve the quality and effect of secondary vocational art education through innovative teaching mode under the background of
vocational education. This paper firstly analyzes the theoretical basis of the “integration of competition and teaching” mode, and then
describes the steps and strategies of implementing the “integration of competition and teaching” mode in secondary vocational art
teaching in detail.
