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Not Only to Read “Go in”, but Also to Read “Come out”—
Reflection on High School Chinese Reading Teaching

Abstract

Reading is an important part of students’ Chinese literacy, and it is the performance of students’ comprehensive ability. For high
school students, there are new requirements for reading teaching, especially the deepening of education reform in the new era. In
order to cope with the talent training requirements proposed by the new college entrance examination, high school teachers need to
pay attention to the cultivation of students’ subject literacy in teaching practice.
