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Three ways to cultivate junior high school students’ historical

Cultivating junior high school students ‘core competencies in historical evidence-based reasoning, enabling them to discern, analyze,
and apply historical materials to approach historical truth, constitutes a pivotal mission in history education. This paper explores
three complementary practical pathways: — Classroom instruction as the foundation for cultivating critical thinking and information
discernment skills; — Library-school collaboration as the “second classroom” for historical immersion and evidence awareness; —
Social practice as a crucible for transferring competencies, fostering students’ sense of social responsibility and research-oriented
attitude. Through these mutually reinforcing approaches, this study aims to shape students’ pragmatic mindset and rational inquiry
spirit, laying essential cognitive and character foundations for them to become independent-thinking modern citizens in the future.
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
