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Analysis of the application effect of issue-based teaching in
high school ideological and political classroom
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Abstract

Against the backdrop of the new curriculum reform and the orientation of core competencies, issue-based teaching—centered on
authentic social problems and student-led inquiry—has emerged as a pivotal direction for reforming high school ideological and
political education. This pedagogical approach, driven by problem-solving, guides students to construct ideological frameworks
through dialectical thinking and value judgment, thereby enhancing classroom depth and educational effectiveness. From the
perspectives of educational psychology and curriculum theory, this paper analyzes the theoretical foundations and practical value
of issue-based teaching, exploring its application pathways in goal setting, topic design, classroom implementation, and evaluation
mechanisms. Case studies and questionnaire research reveal that this model effectively fosters students’ political identity, critical
thinking, and social responsibility, facilitating the transformation of ideological education from “knowledge transmission” to “value
generation.” It provides new pathways for fulfilling the fundamental mission of moral education.
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
