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Abstract

The concept of time and space is an important part of the core literacy of the history discipline. It is the fundamental ability for
students to understand historical events, analyze historical phenomena, and master the laws of historical development. This article
takes junior high school history teaching as the research background to explore the value of cultivating spatio-temporal concept
literacy, the current teaching situation and improvement approaches. Through an understanding of the current situation, it is found
that there are problems such as a lack of understanding, simple methods, and slow evaluation in the cultivation of spatio-temporal
concepts in junior high school history teaching at present. Therefore, in response to these situations, specific solutions are provided
at three levels: the development of teaching resources, the improvement of classroom teaching, and the establishment of a sound
evaluation system. It is hoped that this can provide theoretical references and operational guidance for improving the quality of junior
high school history teaching and promoting the all-round development of students’ core historical qualities, so as to achieve the main
goal of history education in fostering virtue and nurturing talent.
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
