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Innovative Exploration on Teaching Strategies of Group
Reading in Primary School Chinese under the New Curriculum
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Abstract

The “Compulsory Education Chinese Curriculum Standards (2022 Edition)” has set higher requirements for students’ reading
abilities, emphasizing the enhancement of core competencies through extensive reading practices. Group reading, as a reading
teaching model that integrates multiple texts, is of great value in expanding students’ reading horizons and developing higher-order
thinking. Currently, in the practice of primary school Chinese group reading teaching, there are still issues such as ambiguous topic
design, loose text organization, standardized methods, and single evaluation. Based on the new curriculum standards concept and
combined with teaching practice, this paper systematically constructs an innovative strategy system for primary school Chinese group
reading teaching from four dimensions: “precise topic design, structured text components, project-based task-driven, and value-added
evaluation system”. Research shows that group reading teaching oriented towards students’ development and centered on quality
can effectively achieve the multiple goals of language accumulation, thinking development, and cultural inheritance, providing an
operational path for implementing the educational function of the Chinese curriculum.
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
