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Abstract

Against the backdrop of moral education in the new era facing the impact of diverse values, integrating the core socialist values
(hereinafter referred to as “core values”) into moral education practice has become a key path to enhance the effectiveness of
education. Based on the theory of value identity, this study systematically explores the inherent alignment between core values
and the goals of moral education, and constructs a four-in-one integration framework of “curriculum—practice—management—
collaboration”. Furthermore, it proposes safeguard strategies from the dimensions of teacher capacity building, resource integration
mechanisms, dynamic evaluation and feedback, and a culture of continuous cultural influence. The research aims to address the
dogmatic and formalistic challenges of traditional moral education, providing theoretical support and practical reference for
promoting the transformation of moral education paradigms, and facilitating the coordinated development of individual moral growth
and social civilization progress.
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
