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A Brief Discussion on the Practice and Research of Integrated
Teaching Evaluation in the Whole Unit Teaching of Junior
High School English
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Abstract

The 2022 version of the “New Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Education English” emphasizes that teachers should strengthen
the awareness of core competencies, deeply explore the educational value contained in the unit themes, and precisely define the
educational goals of the unit. Teachers need to conduct in-depth and comprehensive research on each unit theme, focusing on the
teaching tasks of each class period, the stylistic features of the texts, and the language application situations, so as to enable the unit
teaching goals to be coordinated and unfolded around the same theme. In the practice of overall unit teaching in junior high school
English, classroom teaching should be based on core competencies. Teachers must attach great importance to the integration of
teaching and assessment, achieving the deep integration and high unity of teaching, assessment, and the three. Through “assessment”,
the process of “teaching” and “learning” should be effectively promoted, thereby improving teaching quality and fully demonstrating
the actual effectiveness of teaching and learning by teachers and students in the classroom.
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
