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Abstract

China’s outstanding traditional culture embodies the nation’s wisdom and spirit, with core competencies including professional
ethics, national sentiment, and craftsmanship spirit, which align with the vocational education philosophy of “putting people first
and cultivating both moral integrity and technical skills.” Guided by the vocational education goal of “cultivating both virtue and
skills,” integrating traditional cultural elements into Chinese reading instruction serves as an effective approach to preserve Chinese
cultural heritage and enhance students ‘humanistic and professional competencies. This paper explores specific strategies for deeply
integrating traditional culture with reading instruction from five perspectives—text analysis, scenario creation, interdisciplinary
collaboration, activity design, and digital empowerment—based on vocational education practices and students’ professional
development needs, aiming to provide references for relevant institutions.
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
