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Artificial Intelligence + helps solve the shielding phenomena
in military academy education
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Abstract

Military academy education, as the main platform for cultivating new military talents, currently faces the “masking phenomenon”
of gaps between textbook updates and professional development, slightly traditional and rigid teaching modes, relatively single
evaluation methods, the need for further improvement in instructors’ application of emerging technologies and teaching innovation
capabilities, and the need to further stimulate students’ learning initiative and exploration enthusiasm, which restrict the quality
of talent cultivation. “Artificial Intelligencet” has become the key to breaking the deadlock and providing support for educational
reform. In terms of knowledge updates, “Artificial Intelligence+” helps alleviate the current situation of gaps in textbooks; in
teaching modes, it builds an “integration of virtual and real” ecosystem, customizes personalized learning plans and virtual battlefield
training; in evaluation systems, it relies on data processing and analysis to assess students’ comprehensive military capabilities; in
terms of instructor quality improvement, it utilizes war game simulations and military knowledge base expansion to enhance practical
cognition; in terms of student motivation, it uses personalized portraits and gamification learning to stimulate enthusiasm. “Artificial
Intelligence+” is reshaping the military education ecosystem from multiple dimensions, pushing it towards the era of intelligence, and
cultivating high-quality, professional new military talents for strengthening and revitalizing the military.
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
