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Abstract

The rural revitalization strategy is an important decision made by China to narrow the urban-rural gap and achieve the comprehensive
construction of a moderately prosperous society, and the construction of rural spiritual civilization is an important component of it.
The paper analyzes in detail the practical path of rural spiritual civilization construction based on China’s rural revitalization strategy,
as well as its background and actual implementation, and provides examples to illustrate its application in reality. Research has found
that the construction of rural spiritual civilization can improve the quality of rural population, enhance rural cohesion, and promote
sustainable development of rural economy and society.
