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Analysis of the Village Development Path under Rural Revitalization
— Based on the Case of Huilongshan Village
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Abstract

Rural construction is regarded as the core task of the rural revival strategy, which plays a key role in bringing benefits to
people, promoting stable economic and social development and restoring economic vitality. This paper is centered on the case
of Huilongshan village through field investigation, in-depth understanding the needs of farmers and the development of rural
construction projects. Relevant data was collected in an interview with questionnaires and NVIVO software was used to process and
summarize the collected data. It can be concluded that the rural revitalization strategy has proved effective. Infrastructure, people’s
living environment, grain output and the tertiary industry economy have been improved to a certain extent. Meanwhile, there is still
further demand for the lack of human resources, the popularity of mechanization as well as food prices. In view of how to develop
ecotourism in Huilongshan, improvement measures and constructive suggestions are put forward with the profound thinking of the
village development path from the perspective of rural revitalization.
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
