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From special treatment to long-term governance—Exploration
and enlightenment of the reform path of rural collective “three
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Abstract

This paper is based on the special rectification practice carried out by Yuezhou Town in accordance with the requirements of the
Central Commission for Discipline Inspection and National Supervisory Commission and the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural
Affairs regarding the concentrated special rectification work on prominent issues in the supervision of rural collective funds, assets,
and resources (hereinafter referred to as “three assets”). It focuses on problems such as loopholes in fund management, risks of asset
loss, inefficient use of resources, and irregular contract management. Through case analysis and empirical research, it systematically
analyzes the pain points and difficulties in fund, asset, and resource management under new circumstances, summarizes the “three-
three work method” for rectification, and innovatively proposes a governance model driven by four wheels: “institution-technology-
supervision-talent.” This provides theoretical references and practical solutions for the management of rural collective assets under
the background of rural revitalization.
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
