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Abstract

In the context of rural revitalization, animal husbandry, as an important component of China’s agriculture, has significant theoretical
and practical research implications for its industrial chain upgrade. This paper employs field surveys and literature analysis to
examine the current status of China’s rural animal husbandry industry chain, including its strengths and weaknesses. It is found that
the industry chain is relatively segmented and lacks efficient synergies. Subsequently, upgrade strategies are proposed, primarily
focusing on ecological and environmental improvements and leveraging technological advancements to enhance the benefits across
the entire chain. The conclusion indicates that through the upgrade of the industry chain, costs can be reduced, efficiency and
competitiveness improved, thereby contributing to rural revitalization. The findings of this study provide reference and guidance for
the development of animal husbandry and rural revitalization.
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
