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Research report on rural industrial revitalization in counties
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Abstract

This study focuses on the revitalization of rural industries in county-level regions. Through field visits, questionnaire surveys,
and group discussions, it provides a comprehensive analysis of industrial development in multiple county-level rural areas. The
research reveals that some counties have achieved notable success in agricultural product processing and rural tourism by leveraging
local resources, establishing significant industrial scale and brand influence to boost farmers’ income. However, challenges persist
including severe industrial homogenization, insufficient technological support, and short industrial chains. To promote high-quality
development of rural industries, it is recommended to: 1) Explore the potential of characteristic industries through location-specific
strategies; 2) Strengthen technological investment and innovation applications; 3) Extend industrial chains and enhance value-added
capabilities. Simultaneously, policy support should be intensified to improve infrastructure, cultivate new agricultural business
entities, and foster integrated industrial development, thereby laying a solid foundation for comprehensive rural revitalization.
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
