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Abstract

In the process of agricultural modernization in China, the modernization transformation of small farmers is crucial for rural
revitalization and industrial upgrading. Constrained by fragmented land, weak factors, and information isolation, traditional small-
scale farming operations conflict with modern agricultural development. Agricultural social services, through multidimensional supply
such as technical guidance, agricultural input distribution, integrated pest management, production-processing-sales integration, and
financial and information services, help small farmers integrate resources, enhance capabilities, and mitigate risks. Focusing on crop
cultivation with livestock as a supplement, this paper reviews the types and mechanisms of agricultural social services, exploring the
path to modernization for small farmers. The study suggests that improving the social service system, innovating service supply, and
strengthening policy support will effectively enhance the production efficiency and income of small farmers, promote the greening
and informatization of agriculture, and facilitate the high-quality modernization development of small farmers.
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
