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Abstract

Against the backdrop of the comprehensive advancement of the rural revitalization strategy, effectively revitalizing idle rural
dwellings has become a crucial step in driving rural economic development and achieving comprehensive rural revitalization.
Faced with a large number of idle rural dwellings, Longgang Community in Tongcheng Town, Tianchang City, actively explored
and pioneered a new path for rural revitalization through the integration of cultural tourism, distinctive industries, returning
entrepreneurship, and service-driven development. Leveraging its rich revolutionary cultural heritage and water chestnut industry
strengths, the community innovatively implemented a “four-pronged approach.” Over 100 idle farmhouses were transformed into
cultural tourism attractions, entrepreneurial spaces, and industrial bases, generating an annual increase of over 500,000 yuan in
collective income and raising per capita resident income by more than 20,000 yuan. Longgang Community’s innovative practice has
not only effectively revitalized dormant resources, increased residents’ income, and enhanced the rural landscape, but also provided
valuable replicable experience for activating idle rural resources. It holds significant practical and exemplary value for promoting
rural economic development and revitalization.
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
