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Abstract

The implementation of the Rural Revitalization Strategy has created new opportunities for China’s agricultural development.
However, practical challenges persist in its execution. Through literature review and field research, this paper systematically analyzes
key shortcomings in agricultural economic management under the rural revitalization framework, including weak policy enforcement,
severe talent drain in rural areas, and limited adoption of agricultural technological innovations. To address these issues, the study
proposes concrete recommendations: strengthening top-level policy design and optimizing implementation mechanisms; establishing
talent cultivation and incentive systems to prevent brain drain; promoting modern agricultural technologies to enhance production
efficiency. This research aims to provide theoretical foundations and practical guidance for improving agricultural economic
management, thereby advancing comprehensive rural revitalization.
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
