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Standardized Development of Under-Forest Economy in State-
Owned Forest Farm of Lufeng City, Chuxiong Prefecture:
Challenges and Optimization Strategies
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Abstract

This paper takes the State-Owned Forest Farm of Lufeng City as the research subject, deeply explores the challenges encountered in
the standardized development of its under-forest economy, and proposes targeted optimization strategies. Through field investigation
and analysis of relevant data from the State-Owned Forest Farm of Lufeng City, combined with the macro background of under-
forest economic development in Yunnan Province, this study systematically reviews the current status, problems, and constraints
of the under-forest economy in Lufeng City’s state-owned forest farms. The research finds that the under-forest economy in Lufeng
City faces several difficulties in its development process, including insufficient awareness, low competitiveness of business entities,
incomplete industrial chains, and unclear roles in integrating and supporting local farmers. In response to these issues, this paper
proposes specific optimization strategies from aspects such as policy support, resource integration, entity cultivation, industrial chain
extension, and improvement of mechanisms for integrating and assisting farmers. The aim is to provide theoretical support and
practical reference for the standardized development of the under-forest economy in Lufeng City, promote high-quality development
of the under-forest economy, and contribute to the implementation of the rural revitalization strategy.
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
