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Legal improvement of the agricultural industry chain from the
perspective of farmers’ rights and interests protection - based
on the empirical analysis of Chengde sea buckthorn industry

Abstract

Under the background of comprehensively promoting rural revitalization, the industrial chain of characteristic agricultural products
has become an important carrier to activate the rural economy and promote farmers’ income. This article takes the sea buckthorn
industry in Chengde, Hebei Province as an empirical sample. Through literature research, field research and data analysis, it focuses
on the three core rule of law issues of the protection of farmers’ rights and interests, land transfer compliance, and the legal status
of collective economic organizations in the development of grass-roots industries. The study found that the Chengde sea buckthorn
industry has achieved remarkable results by adopting the model of “enterprise + base + rural collective economy + farmers”.
However, in legal practice, there are still problems such as imperfect protection mechanism for farmers’ rights and interests, irregular
land transfer procedures, and vague legal positioning of collective economic organizations. Based on this, this article puts forward
a specific path to build a legal guarantee system for the whole process of the agricultural industry chain from the four dimensions of
legislative improvement, law enforcement strengthening, judicial guarantee, and law popularization, and provides practical reference
for the construction of the rule of law in the revitalization of rural industries.
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
