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Research on the Transformation of Forestry Ecological

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Abstract

This study focuses on the emerging paradigm of “National Treasure Economy,” aiming to explore how it provides a new theoretical
perspective and practical pathways for the transformation of forestry ecological value and high-quality development. Traditional
forestry economy centers on the extraction of physical resources such as timber, whereas the “National Treasure Economy”
specifically refers to a new economic model that prioritizes the protection of nationally symbolic rare species (e.g., giant pandas) or
top-tier ecosystems as its core value origin. Through systematic conservation, research, and value transformation, it drives regional
green development. The core logic lies in creating scarce ecological and brand assets through extreme conservation, then leveraging
technological, cultural, and institutional innovations to convert the resulting diverse values (ecological services, scientific data,
cultural symbols, etc.) into sustainable economic benefits and social welfare.
